Eligibility

3.1 Integrated M. Phil. - Ph.D Programme

(@) Candidates seeking admission to the Integrated M.Phil. - Ph.D. Programme shall have
minimum of 55% marks (50% for SC/ST candidates, OBC (Non creamy layer) and Persons
with Disabilities) or its equivalent grade in Master's Degree in Social Sciences and allied
disciplines from a recognized university. Candidates possessing Master's degree in other
areas may also be considered if he/she has teaching experience or experience of working in
the area of educational policy, planning and administration.

(b) Preference to those candidates who have been NET qualified and awarded Junior Research
Fellowships by the UGC, with the above-mentioned educational qualifications to apply.

(¢) Candidates who are yet to clear their final examination at the Master's level are also eligible to
apply provided they pass the examination as per the eligibility conditions laid down at
a) above and submit its proof at the time of the entrance examination.

(d) M.Phil. graduates of NIEPA will be eligible for consideration for admission to the Ph.D.
Programme after due scrutiny by the Admission Committee, if they obtain a FGPA of 5 or above
on the ten point scale.

Ph.D. Programme
a) Full -time

1. The candidates applying for full-time Ph.D Programme should meet the qualifications
mentioned in 3.1 above.

Institute also offers Part- time Ph. D. Programme based on the criteria as laid down in the rules of the
university.

i.  Should possess the educational qualifications as mentioned in Para 3.1 (a & b) above;
ii.  Currently,should be in full-time regular employment;

ii. ~ Should be a senior level educational functionary with a minimum of five years work experience
inteaching/research or in educational policy, planning and administration.

iv. Should be eligible for atleast one yearleave from his/her organization to do the course work.

4. Selection and Admission

Candidates should apply online in the prescribed Google form for admission to integrated M.Phil-
Ph.D. programme or Full/Part time Ph.D. of the Institute.

A non-refundable sum of Rs. 400/-(Rs. 200/- for SC/ST and EWS candidates) through online
payment as application fee is mandatory for seeking admission for the above programme. The
Prospectus can be obtained from NIEPA after online payment.

A Google forms link will be available on NIEPA website. A print of the filled in Google form
along with the required documents (check list given below), online payment receipt and three copies
of the brief write-up on any one of the proposed area (s) or research in around 2500 words within the
broad areas of educational policy, planning administration and finance as per the outline given on
page No. 7 may be sent.The envelope should be distinctly marked as “Admission to M. Phil.-Ph.D.
Programme 2021-22” The print of the Google form can also be submitted in person/by post to the
office of the Registrar. Candidates who are in employment must send their application
through proper channel mentioning a clause by the forwarding officer that in case of
selection, the candidate will be granted one year leave to undergo Course Work at NIEPA,
time as required to attend seminars and to carry out other related work.

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Only the short-listed candidates will be called for written test and interview through which the
Institute will assess the research aptitude, general awareness of the candidate about the
educational issues, and chosen topic, comprehension of research literature and ability to interpret
data and draw inferences.

5. Programme Duration

5.1 Integrated M.Phil.-Ph. D. Programme

The Institute offers Integrated M.Phil.-Ph.D. Programme in Educational Policy, Planning and
Administration of five years duration which comprises one year of compulsory course work followed
by one year for dissertation work for completion of M.Phil. degree Programme. Of the scholars who
successfully completed the M.Phil. prorgramme of the Institute and meet the prescribed criteria
(presently FGPA of 5 or above on the ten point scale) are eligible for admission to the Ph.
D.Programme. Such scholars are eligible to submit their Doctoral thesis only after two years of
registration for the Ph. D. Programme.

5.2 Ph.D.Programme

a) Full-time

It is mandatory for all the scholars admitted to the Ph. D. Programme (except those who have
obtained M. Phil. degree from NIEPA) to complete the one year course work before confirmation of

their Ph. D. registration after which they are eligible to submit their thesis only after 2 years from the
date of confirmation for registration to the Ph.D. programme.

b) Part-time

Part-time Ph.D. scholar would be eligible for submission of his/her Ph. D. thesis after a minimum
period of three years from the date of registration for the Ph.D. programme. It is mandatory for all the
scholars admitted to the part-time Ph. D. programme to complete one year course work before
confirmation of their Ph.D. registration.

Note:

(@) Scholars of M.Phil. - Ph. D. Programme are expected to be present in the Institute for the whole
duration of the programme.The programme shall commence from 12" July, 2021.
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(b) Part-time Ph. D. scholars are also expected to be available in the campus very offen for
attending seminars and discussions, besides attendance at the course work to fulfil the
academic requirements of the programme as prescribed in the rules and regulations of the
Institute.

(0 Ascholar,in consultation with his/her supervisor(s), will have to identify, prepare and submit the
revised research synopsis latest by the end of the first year of his/her programme of study. This
will be a necessary condition for confirming registration of the full-time scholars.If he/ she fails
to finalize the proposal and complete the registration process within a reasonable period,
his/her admission shall be cancelled.

(d) Once confirmed as a full-time scholar, he/she shall work on the approved research topic for a
period of one year to be eligible to submit his/her M. Phil. Dissertation, and minimum two years
afterregistration in the Ph.D. programme, to be eligible to submit his/her Ph. D. thesis.

(e) The scholar shall submit through his/her supervisor(s) four copies of the M. Phil. Dissertation
along with four copies of the abstract within 2 years from the date of admission in M. Phil.
programme.
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()  Thescholar shall submit through his/her supervisor(s) five copies of the Ph. D. thesis not prior to
two years (for Full-time scholars) and three years (for Part-time scholars) from the date of
registration to the Ph.D. programme. Besides, the scholar shall also submit five copies of the
abstract of the thesis in not more than 2500 words. He/she shall also be required to make a
presentation and defend his/her research work in a seminar, at least three months prior to
submission of the thesis.

(g9) Both M.Phil and Ph.D. programme will be governed by the rules and regulations of the National
Institute of Educational Planning and Administration.

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6.2 Fellowships

8. Evaluation

Provision in the Event of Discontinuation
