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Seminars, Webinars and Workshops
National Centre for School Leadership

The National Centre for School Leadership is committed to 
developing school leadership as an emerging field in India. 
In alignment with its mandate, the Centre works on four 
components, viz. curriculum and material development, 
capacity building, networking and institutional building, 
and research and development. In this time period, the 
Centre conducted workshops for developing a resource 
book on pedagogical leadership for enhancing student 
competencies in government schools, skills-based and 
vocational education and leading schools towards inclusive 
schools with a focus on gender. The National Centre for 

School Leadership worked collaboratively with 29 School 
Leadership Academies institutionalised in the states/UTs. 
A National Review and Planning Workshop for School 
Leadership Academies was conducted from 26-28 July 2023 
to review the progress made by school leadership academies 
and plan for future interventions. The School Leadership 
Academies, as academic and implementation partners of 
the NCSL, contributed with context-specific modules, video 
documentaries of leadership best practices in schools and 
case studies over the entire year. The Centre conducted 28 
Live streaming sessions with school heads and principals on 
PMeVidya Channels No 6, 9 and 12 during this time period. 
As part of Institutional collaborations with National level 
organisations such as Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan and 
Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti, the Centre conducted induction 
cum capacity building programmes for school principals.

a. International Programmes

International Programme for Educational 
Administrators (IPEA)

The International Programme for Educational Administrators 
(IPEA) is a short-term specialised programme which has 
been conceptualised keeping in view the work load of 
most of the educational functionaries and their constraints 
to participate in a long-term programme. This is a three-
week programme that fulfils the immediate requirement 
of capacity building and re-energises the educational 
administrators to perform with challenge once they return 
to their home countries. Till now five programmes have 
been completed and a total of 96 trainees from 31countries 
have participated in this programme. 

b. National Programmes

Post-Graduate Diploma in Educational 
Planning and Administration (PGDEPA)

The Post-Graduate Diploma in Educational Planning and 
Administration is one of the unique and important flagship 
programmes of NIEPA and is being offered only at NIEPA 
in the country since 1982-1983.The ninth PGDEPA was 
concluded with the presentations of the activities assigned 
to the participants in the month of 3-7 July 2023 and the 
successful participants were awarded the PG Diploma in 
Educational Planning and Administration.  

MMTTC

The National Institute of Educational Planning and 
Administration (NIEPA) (deemed to be university), New 
Delhi has been identified as one of the Malaviya Mission 
Teacher Training Centres (MM-TTCs) by the UGC. NIEPA 
inaugurated the center and the NEP Orientation programme 
on 9 th October, 2023. The purpose of this centre is to build 
competencies in the faculty for better teaching, learning, 
and research by exposing them to Indian values, updating 
knowledge and skills, and aligning teaching, learning and 
research with the needs of society and NEP 2020. The centre 
was inaugrated by our Hon’ble Vice Chacellor, Professor 
Shashikala Wanjari; MMTTC Director, Professor Mona 
Khare and Deputy Director, Dr. Amit Gautam.

IPEA and PGDEPA Programmes 

The Department of Training and Professional Development 
in Education conducted two programmes, one of which 
was entitled International Programme for Educational 
Administrators (IPEA) from 17 July to 4 August 2023, in 
collaboration with the Ministry of External Affairs. The 
second was the tenth Post-Graduate Diploma in Educational 
Planning and Administration (PGDEPA),conducted in six 
phases; beginning from 1 August 2023 the first two phases of 
the programme were completed. Two research studies were also 
completed for which the brief account of the various research 
and training activities are as follows:- 

Academic Activities

Fifth International Programme for Educational Administrators (IPEA)
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Modules on Student Diversity, Social 
Inclusion and Civic Learning

On the request of the Indian Council of Social Science 
Research (ICSSR), the CPRHE had prepared seven modules 
on dimensions of student diversity and social inclusion 
in higher education institutions. The final modules were 
published in 2023. A Consultative Meeting was held on the 
Modules on Student Diversity with Directors of HRDC on 5 
and 6 September, 2023. The modules are primarily based on 
the CPRHE research study titled ‘Higher Education for Civic 
Learning and Democratic Engagement: A Study of Diversity 
and Inclusion in Higher Education Institutions.’ The aim 
of the modules is to sensitise faculty and administrators 
in higher education on issues related to student diversity, 
academic integration and social inclusion, including the 
role of higher education in civic learning and democratic 
engagement. The modules have been developed on the 
following themes:

Module 2:	Classification of Student Diversity in Higher  
	 Education

Capacity Development/Training 
Programmes for the principals of Ayurveda, 
Unani, Siddha and Sowa-Rigpa colleges in 

collaboration with National Commission for 
Indian System of Medicine (NCISM)

Considering the seminal contributions of NIEPA as a 
premier and unique institution in the area of educational 
planning and administration as well as its expertise in 
providing capacity development programmes for the 
educational administrators and institutional heads, the 
Ministry of Aayush, Government of India, approached the 
NIEPA to provide training to the principals of colleges of 
Ayurveda, UNANI, Siddha and Soga-Ripa. After a series 

of discussions, a Memorandum of Understanding was 
prepared with the National Commission for Indian System 
of Medicine (NCISM) to train the principals of 550 colleges 
in 20 batches between July 2023 to May 2024. The first batch 
of the programme was launched in the month of July 2023. 
Eight programmes had been conducted from July 2023 to 
December 2023, in which 229 principals/heads of Ayurveda, 
Unani, Siddha & Sowa-Rigpa colleges participated and 
successfully completed the programme under the overall 
support and guidance of Prof. Shashikala Wanjari, Vice 
Chancellor, NIEPA. Prof. Kumar Suresh was the Programme 
Director (Academic) of all programmes. For each of the 
eight batches, faculty members of NIEPA took charge of 
conducting the programmes as Programme Coordinators.The tenth PGDEPA commenced from 1 August 2023and is 

in progress with the completion of face-to-face coursework 
at NIEPA, followed by a field-based project work. In these 
programmes educational administrators from all over 
India — from different educational departments such as 
Directorates, SCERTs, SIEMATs, DIETs, DEOs, Indian Air 
Force, Indian Navy, etc. — represented their respective 
organisations.
