It is, however only
too easy to understand how a journal existing for a day, should limit its view to the possibilities of the day, and
how being most closely affected by the particular, it should coldly turn its back upon all that is general, and it is
easy too to understand the reaction of this intellectual timorousness upon the minds of ordinary readers who
have too little natural force and too little cultivation to be able to resist the narrowing and deadly effect of the
daily iteration of short sighted common places.
